


for a grant. Whether the applicant receives the offer of a grant, a loan or a combination of the two,
is determined by each individual applicant’s financial situation.

IMPORTANT FACTS

e Applicants performing remediation of a leaking UST at their primary residence can perform the
work and submit an application to the UST Fund afterwards. If the remediation is being

performed at a secondary property, the application must be submitted, and received by the
NJIDEP, prior to work commencement.

e Applicants must enter into a Memorandum of Agreement (MOA) with the NJDEP. The MOA
is an agreement to pay NJDEP Case Manager oversight costs, costs that are not covered by the

UST Fund. Applicants must also pay an application fee to the NIJEDA; $250.00 for
homeowners and $500.00 for regulated tank applicants.

e Applicants must use a NJDEP certified contractor when performing UST related removal and
remediation  work. - A list of certified contractors can be found at
http://www.nj.gov/dep/srp/index.htm/.

e Applicants must make claims against their homeowner’s insurance policy, and/or, tank service
agreements prior to making application to the UST Fund. The UST Fund, by law, is the funding
source of last resort for such remedial costs.
